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THE INVITATION TO COMMUNION

Presider The Gifts of God for the People of God. Take them in remembrance that Christ died for you, and feed on him
in your hearts by faith, with thanksgiving.

All are invited to receive the Holy Communion. It is your choice as to whether you receive Holy Communion or a blessing. You may receive
Communion or a blessing at the standing station in the front of the nave or proceed to the altar rail. The bread will be placed in your
palm. You may consume the bread and then drink from the chalice (please grasp the bottom of the chalice firmly and guide it to your
lips); or, you may leave the bread in your palm for the chalice bearer to dip it into the wine and place it on your tongue. Self-intinction is
strongly discouraged by the Episcopal church. The people’s response to receiving the bread and the wine is “Amen.” Gluten-free wafers
are available. To indicate to the Eucharistic minister that you would like a gluten-free wafer, please present your hands palms down.
Those who do not wish to receive Communion are invited to come forward for a blessing, indicated by crossing your arms over your chest.
