GOSPEL ALLELUIA
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THE GOSPEL: John 10:1-10

Gospeler  The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Luke.
All Glory to you, Lord Christ.

Jesus said, “Very truly, | tell you, anyone who does not enter the sheepfold by the gate but climbs in by another way is a
thief and a bandit. The one who enters by the gate is the shepherd of the sheep. The gatekeeper opens the gate for him,
and the sheep hear his voice. He calls his own sheep by name and leads them out. When he has brought out all his own,
he goes ahead of them, and the sheep follow him because they know his voice. They will not follow a stranger, but they
will run from him because they do not know the voice of strangers.” Jesus used this figure of speech with them, but they
did not understand what he was saying to them.

So again Jesus said to them, “Very truly, | tell you, | am the gate for the sheep. All who came before me are thieves and
bandits; but the sheep did not listen to them. | am the gate. Whoever enters by me will be saved, and will come in and
go out and find pasture. The thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy. | came that they may have life, and have it
abundantly.”

The offertory is a time during the service when we give offerings to God, acknowledging
that all we have comes from God. This is our opportunity to offer thanks to God through
a monetary gift to support the ministries of Epiphany. Active Epiphany parishioners make
an annual pledge commitment toward the vitality of our ministries. In some case pledg-
ing parishioners also make a financial contribution at the offertory. You may place your
offering in the plate, or use the QR code. The collection will be brought up alongside the
bread and the wine as we make our offering of “first fruits” to God.

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INVITATION TO HOLY COMMUNION

Presider

We now turn our attention to the altar, where we first witness, and then share in, the very becoming of
God among us: first as bread and wine, then within ourselves through that bread and wine, and finally out

into the world through the lives we live. Everyone is welcome to receive communion at this table.




PRAYER FOR THE MEAL. (Church of Kenya)

During the Eucharistic Prayer, we invite you to participate in the ancient tradition of bowing at cer-
tain moments as a sign of reverence. A simple bow of the head is appropriate. During the recitation
of the Sanctus (“Holy, holy, holy”), consider a profound bow, lowering the upper half of your body
to about a 45-degree angle. These gestures are ways of using our whole bodies in worship, remind-
ing us of the sacredness of the moments we share together in prayer. If you are unsure, feel free to
observe others or do what the presider does behind the altar.
