Since the sixteenth
century, Evensong has provided
a daily opportunity for stillness,
contemplation, prayer, and praise in
the cathedrals, chapels, and great
parish churches of England.

The congregation adds its prayer
to the offering of the choir, and
is encouraged to join heartily in
the speaking of responses and the
singing of hymns.
