THE LESSON: Proverbs 8:1-4, 22-31

Does not wisdom call, and does not understanding raise her voice? On the heights, beside the way, at the crossroads she 
takes her stand; beside the gates in front of the town, at the entrance of the portals she cries out:

“To you, O people, I call, and my cry is to all that live. The Lord created me at the beginning of his work, the first of his 
acts of long ago. Ages ago I was set up, at the first, before the beginning of the earth. When there were no depths I was 
brought forth, when there were no springs abounding with water. Before the mountains had been shaped, before the 
hills, I was brought forth—when he had not yet made earth and fields, or the world’s first bits of soil.

OFFERTORY SENTENCE 

Presider	 Offer to God a sacrifice of thanksgiving, and make good your vows to the Most High.

The offertory is the time during the service when we give offerings to God, acknowledging that 
all we have comes from God. The choir offers their gift of music, and this is our opportunity 
to offer thanks to God through a monetary gift to support the ministries of Epiphany. Active 
Epiphany parishioners make an annual pledge commitment toward the vitality of our ministries. 
In some cases pledging parishioners also make a financial contribution at the offertory. Money 
placed in the hunger basket at Communion supports our outreach ministry of feeding those in 
need. You may use the QR code, either during the anthem or later at your convenience, or place 
your offering in the offering plate as it is passed.

The offertory is a time during the service when we give offerings to God, acknowledging 
that all we have comes from God. This is our opportunity to offer thanks to God through 
a monetary gift to support the ministries of Epiphany. Active Epiphany parishioners make 
an annual pledge commitment toward the vitality of our ministries. In some case pledg-
ing parishioners also make a financial contribution at the offertory. You may place your 
offering in the plate, or use the QR code. The collection will be brought up alongside the 
bread and the wine as we make our offering of “first fruits” to God.

INVITATION TO HOLY COMMUNION

Presider	 We now turn our attention to the altar, where we first witness, and then share in, the very becoming of 
God among us: first as bread and wine, then within ourselves through that bread and wine, and finally out 
into the world through the lives we live. Everyone is welcome to receive communion at this table.
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During the Eucharistic Prayer, we invite you to participate in the ancient tradition of bowing at cer-
tain moments as a sign of reverence. A simple bow of the head is appropriate. During the recitation 
of the Sanctus (“Holy, holy, holy”), consider a profound bow, lowering the upper half of your body 
to about a 45-degree angle. These gestures are ways of using our whole bodies in worship, remind-
ing us of the sacredness of the moments we share together in prayer. If you are unsure, feel free to 
observe others or do what the presider does behind the altar.

	 On the same night that he was betrayed he took bread and gave you thanks; he broke it and gave it to his disciples 
saying, “Take, eat; this is my body which is given for you. Do this in remembrance of me.”

People	 Amen. His body was broken for us.

Priest	 In the same way, after supper he took the cup and gave thanks; he gave it to them, saying, “Drink this, all of you; 
this is my blood of the new covenant which is shed for you and for many for the forgiveness of sins. Do this as 
often as you drink it, in remembrance of me.”

People	 Amen. His blood was shed for us.

Priest	 Therefore we proclaim the mystery of faith.

People	 Christ has died. 
Christ is risen. 
Christ will come again.

Priest	 Therefore, heavenly Father, hear us as we celebrate this covenant with joy, and await the coming of our 
brother, Jesus Christ. the perfect sacrifice, once and for all. To fulfill your purpose, Jesus gave himself up to 
death, and rising from the grave, destroyed death, and made the whole creation new. Sanctify these holy gifts 
by your Holy Spirit to be for your people the Body and Blood of your Son, the holy food and drink of new and 
unending life in him.

People      Amen. Jesus is Lord.

Presider	 Let us depart from this place in peace, and as we go on our way, forget not those who are poor, pray for those 
who are sick, make no peace with oppression, and love one another in God as Christ has loved us, and the 
blessing of God Almighty, the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit─the God who loves you, who really, really loves 
you, be with you now and forever more. Amen.
